Wine Producer Responds to 
Kosher Demand in Spain 

Capçanes, Spain... by Sarah Cohen... Jurgens Wag-
ner came to Spain from Germany and after marrying 
a girl from Spain, he set about addressing the needs 
of Barcelona’s local Jewish community seeking a 
locally-produced kosher wine. Keen on taking up 
the challenge, while sacrificing nothing in quality, 
Wagner recruited a co-op of 80 Catholic farmers to 
provide the vineyards to make the wine, which they 
would call “Peraj Haabib” - Hebrew for Flors de 
Primavera (Spring blossom). The CapÃ§anes wine 
producers named their business after a small village 
located 100 miles southwest of Barcelona. It was first 
formed in 1993 as a cooperative selling bulk wine. 

Capçanes, one of the only kosher wine producers in 
Spain, had little if anything to do with the kosher con-
sumer when it was first formed. But in 1995, respond-
ing to the request of the Jews in Barcelona to produce 
a kosher wine, Capçanes installed new equipment al-
lowing winemakers to produce non Mevushal wine. 
“This was the first kosher wine in Barcelona which 
became popular overnight,” commented Wagner. 
“Not only was the wine popular in the kosher mar-
ket but in the non-kosher market as well, contributing 
to an outstanding reputation throughout Spain.” Flor 
de Primavera, certified by the OU and supervised by 
Rabbi Nachum Rabinowitz and Rabbi Akiva Katz, is 
kosher for Passover. “This high-end wine retails at 
approximately $50, and close to 10,000 bottles were 
sold in the New York and New Jersey area in just one 
year,” said Wagner. The success of this wine has led 
Capçanes, to produce another kosher wine that will be 
“less heavy than the Flor de Primavera and slightly 
less expensive” added Wagner. The new wine is set to 
debut in August 2007, in time for Rosh Hashanah.
